Since late November the Cape Girardeau Warming Center has been 
available at Grace United Methodist Church and has been serving 
approximately 30 men and women each night. Although running 
smoothly, there is a desperate need for volunteers to help. Area churches 
are being asked to consider volunteering support for a week at a time.
