Sunday, February 8 

The Pontifical Council for Justice and Peace and the 
International Union of Superiors General has designated 

February 8 as an annual day of prayer and awareness against human 
trafficking. February 8 is the feast day of St. Josephine Bakhita, who was 
kidnapped as a child and sold into slavery in Sudan and Italy. Once 
Josephine was freed, she became a Canossian nun and dedicated her life 
to sharing her testament of deliverance from slavery and comforting the 
poor and suffering. She was declared a Saint in 2000.  

Bod of hope and peace, touch our hearts and energize our ongoing efforts 
in abolishing this heinous crime against humanity so that every victim is 
freed and every survivorôs life renewed. You blessed St. Josephine 
Bakhita of Sudan with compassion for others. May her prayers comfort 
and strengthen the women, men and children who are in search of 
freedom. 

We ask for transformation of heart for those who inflict pain, anguish 
and grief on our vulnerable sisters and brothers. Give us generosity to 
stand in solidarity with others so that together we heal the hearts and 
lives of all Your people.
